My aims:
· Providing Hungarian students with as much information as possible: promoting a wider variety of courses and colleges than before. (Both by giving talks at previous schools of current students and online.) Making sure the number of students studying a Humanities or Social Sciences course continues to rise – providing prospective applicants with the opportunity of talking to people in their subject/one that is closely related, ensuring that they understand what their options are (i.e. dispelling myths such as ‘you have to win a medal in the Maths Olympiad to have a chance at getting into Oxbridge’).
· Keeping the website up-to-date: uploading more personal statements, details about the application process and contact details.
· Preparing an online prospectus with an FAQ section for interviewees to provide information about both the application process (what is the winter pool?) and more ‘trivial’ issues such as how to get to colleges from the train station – issues that come up every year and as of now have to be answered individually.

Information that is largely available already in English and is generally discussed in person (at the summer gathering for freshers), but which should still be more widely accessible to all offer holders. (Issues to be included are where to open bank accounts, how to budget, which Hungarian places accept a UK student ID or how to react when someone says ‘how are you’, etc.)
